RULES FOR THE ADMISSION TO MILITARY BOYS / GIRLS HOSTELS IN MAHARASHTRA
1. The ex-servicemen/Serving soldiers who are in possession of Identity Cards will only be given admissions for their wards.

2. A dependent means Wife, unemployed sons below 25 years and unmarried daughters.

3. Wards should be studying in Schools or Colleges.

4. Wards should not be married. 

5. Admissions will also to be given to the wives of serving soldiers/widows of ex-servicemen those are studying in schools/colleges.

6. Admission is only for the one academic year

7. The Priorities for admissions will  be as under:-

(a)     wards studying in Post Graduation/Degree Courses/ Polytechnic/ 

Diploma/ B Ed, D Ed, ITI, 12 th, 11th , 10th , 9th , 8th & lower classes respectively.

(b)     The priority for admission of students to Hostels located in Rural areas 

will be as under :- 

(1)    Students of outside Tehsils

(b)
    Students of outside Villages 

(c)
    Students of outside cities 

8. Failures are not eligible for admission in the hostels.

9. The wards of the following categories will be given priority :-

(a) Wards of soldiers Killed in action.

(b) Wards of Widows of ex-servicemen.

(c) Wards of Ex-servicemen as per merit list

(d) Wards of Serving Soldiers as per merit list.

(e) Wards of other citizens (on availability of seats) 

10. The wards should not be more than 25 years of age while seeking admissions.

11. The students admitted in Hostels are not permitted to do any job/accept employment outside. 

12. The first priority will be given to the students of that district where the hostel is located after that the students of other districts of Maharashtra will be considered for admission.

13. At times only one child of the ex-servicemen/widow will be given admission, the other child may be permitted if vacancies exist.

14. The orphan means the child of the ex-servicemen/widow whose parents are not alive, admission for such children will be free of cost. 

15. Boarding charges will not be recovered from the wards of Widows, Orphan children of ex-servicemen, Wards of disabled ex-servicemen.

16. Security Deposit of Rs. 500/- is to be recovered from all wards.

17. Hostel admission is not a right of the ward but it is privilege.  

18. The right to remove the undisciplined/characterless child from hostel rest with the authorities concerned.
